Hello friends,

Please note that the traditional ES Open VUSHF Field Day contest is a bit changed from this year - we moved it a week further (to move it away from EU HF Champ. weekend), i.e. now it will be held on the 2nd weekend of August and on a Friday evening prior to it. This year the contest thus will be held on August 7-9th. 
Some other changes are related to the lengths and timing of sub-contests, the main one, that our 23cm contest on Saturday morning is now 4 hours long (was 6 hours earlier), i.e. shorter than 2m and 70cm contests.

We kindly invite our Latvian and Lithuanian friends to take part in the FD - as many of you know, the plaques for the winners are rather nice... :)

... but I will draw some main aspects out here also:

ES OPEN FD CONTEST 2009
1. Contest periods:
I period: 432 - 438 MHz 15:00 – 21:00 UTC on Friday, 7.08.

II period: 1296 – 1300 MHz 03:00 – 07:00 UTC on Saturday, 8.08.

III period: 144 – 146 MHz 15:00 – 21:00 UTC on Saturday, 8.08.

IV period: „microwaves“ 03:00 – 05:00 UTC on Sunday, 9.08. 

V period: 50MHz 06:00 – 08:00 UTC on Sunday, 9.08. 

* IV and V periods are separate sub-contests and do not count in the FD-s multi-band category
2. Modes: 
CW, SSB, FM. Frequencies according to the IARU Reg.1 Band Plan.
NB! Only one transmitted signal allowed per band regardless of the mode at any given time!
3. Categories:
Field Day main contest categories:
A - Single operator single band (SOSB – any one of the three bands chosen)
B - Single operator multi band (SOMB – i.e. 144, 432 and 1296 MHz)
C - Multi operator multi band (MOMB - i.e. 144, 432 and 1296 MHz)
Categories in the subcontests on 50 MHz and microwaves:
SO-SIX – Single operator (50 MHz)
MO-SIX – Multi operator, single transmitter (50 MHz)
Micro – General class, Single operator or Multi operator (2.3, 5.7 and 10 GHz)
4. Contest exchange: 
Signal report (RS or RST), serial number of QSO commencing with No 001 
(starting from No 001 on each band!) and a full WWL symbol (like 599001 KP00AA). 
5. Scoring: 
50 and 144 MHz - 1 point per km of QRB
432 MHz - 2 points per km of QRB
1296 MHz - 3 points per km of QRB
* See higher bands' scoring from the web!
NB! For scoring in the contest (all periods) at least one two-way contact must be made with 
an amateur radio station located in Estonia (ES).
ATTENTION! Duplicate QSOs ARE allowed: A given station, regardless of mode, may be worked again for points credit AFTER TWO HOURS (120 min.) from the previous QSO.
EXCEPTION! In IV and V periods of the contest (Sunday morning) duplicate contacts are 
NOT allowed, i.e. each station can be worked only once on the given band regardless of mode.
6. WWL square bonus: 
Each new worked WWL square (like KP00) counts for bonus points on:
50 and 144 MHz: 500 pts.
432 MHz: 1000 pts.
1296 MHz: 1500 pts.
2.3, 5.7 and 10 GHz: 2000 pts.
7. Band score: 
Band score is calculated as QSO points on the given band plus the sum of the bonus points on this band.
8. Total score: 
The total score is calculated as the sum of the band scores (in multi-band categories).
9. Logs:
The contest committee recommends to use either the Logger program by SM0LCB or the 
CGLog2 program (ver. 2.60 beta) by LY2CG to create the log in electronic format. 
Besides the normal txt-files also ADI or EDI files are highly appreciated to enable smooth 
computer checking of the logs!
10. Awards:
The Winners in the Field Day’s main contest categories A, B, C as well in the subcontest categories SO-SIX and MO-SIX will be awarded with plaques. Special trophy is issued also to the winner of the Micro category.
